RESERVATION  POLICY: Reservations are made to best accommodate the size and 
needs of your party. A credit card number is taken on all reservations at the time of book-
ing. Deposits are accepted either by full credit card payment, at the time of booking, or 
if time allows, by sending a personal check, whichever is more convenient. Please note 
that personal checks must be received within 7 days of making your reservation, or 
full payment by credit card will automatically be charged. Reservations made within 
any cancellation period will automatically be charged in full at time of booking. It is 
incumbent upon the guest to make any cancellations or changes within the appropriate 
time period to avoid any unnecessary charges. Excepting holidays, weekend rates will 
apply every day in February, July, August and October.

CANCELLATION  POLICY: We will be happy to refund your deposit, less a $50 
service charge, per cabin booked, if we are notified prior to two weeks in advance on any 
cancellation or change in reservation; 30 day notification required on all holidays, special 
events and group reservations. For parties booking more than 50% of the resort, a 60 day 
cancellation will be in effect. Shorter notice will result in the cabin rate being charged for 
the entire visit, if not fully re-rented. This policy is a vital part of the successful manage-
ment of a small resort. Refunds are made by check, if deposit made by check; or by credit 
card refund if deposit was made by credit card. Cancellations due to weather and/or road 
closures or early departures are not refundable, unless rebooked.

PET POLICY: Up to two pets are allowed in Log, Homestead, Wagon Wheel, Wa-She-
Shu, Cedar cabins, Hope Valley House, Sheep Herder, Knottypine and Redwood only. 
Pets must be leashed while out on the premises. Please no pets on furniture.

SMOKING  POLICY: Sorensen’s is a no-smoking resort. A fine up to $1,000 or more, 
depending on damage, will be incurred for smoking indoors.

EXTRA  PERSON  RATES: An extra person charge of $35 per night, plus tax, is added 
for additional persons above stated cabin size.
